GREECE

black line. On a separate piece of paper write a it was 2,500 years ago. The Greeks excelled in the sciences, philosophy, athletics,
brief description about each location. political thought, mathematics and the arts among others.

The early history of Greece dates back to 10,000 BCE when hunter-gather tribes
arrived from the north and east. Their development of agriculture coincided with similar
developments in Egypt, China and Mesopotamia.

On the island of Crete an early culture was developing known as the Minoans. They
were experts at pottery, metal working and ship building. As their wealth increased, they
began to build palaces and today the walls of these ruined structures give us a glimpse
into their society.

On the Greek mainland the Mycenaeans culture was emerging. They were the first to
speak the language we know as Greek. It was the Mycenaeans who fought the Trojan
War in Homer's great epic “The llliad”. They were ultimately invaded by the Dorians
whose arrival would herald the beginning of the Dark Ages.

By 900 BCE, the Greek city-states were emerging, including Sparta and Athens. These
two powerful city-states were in a constant state of conflict. And while Athens was much
more progressive, no city in Greece was complete without its amphitheatre for the enjoy-
ment of drama and comedy.

As Greek influence expanded, it collided with the Persian Empire resulting in two wars.
And in the final moments of conflict, Persia’s King Xerxes, sitting on his gold throne
GREECE above it all, viewed in horror as the smaller but faster Greek fleet burned and destroyed
\ his many ships

Following the Persian Wars, the classic age of Greece was ushered in culminating in
many historic achievements, especially for the common man. The Acropolis was
restored and a new centerpiece was created, a temple to Athena, known as the

Parthenon.

Then came the Peloponnesian Wars between Sparta and Athens, the two long time
rivals. Sparta ultimately defeated Athens but are then themselves defeated by the city-
state of Thebes.

Today, Greece’s population is 11 million people with more than a fourth of them living
in the capitol city of Athens. It is the southern most of all European countries, offering a
mild climate in the winter and a hot climate in the summer. The modern Greeks have
emerged from a somewhat harsh land and war like society to become masters of inno-
vation. What they have given the world is around us everywhere, a window into the past
from the Greece of today.

2) Have students relate the relationship of today between
Turkey & Greece with the days of the Byzantine Empire.

VOCABULARY:

BYZANTINE EMPIRE: The name for the eastern empire
when the Roman empire was split into east and west.
